MVA Events  and Fund-Raising Report Ð Judith

We have had two produce markets and our annual Santa Night since our last meeting.

SANTA NIGHT:

Santa Night was a great success.  The Council came just in the nick of time to mend the 
damaged Christmas tree.

Thank you to Michael OÕRourke, President of the Montville P&C for being the MC for the 
evening.
Les Gittins has finally hung up his Santa costume and handed it over to Phil Duggan. 
Thank you to Les for the many years he dressed up as Santa for the children of Montville and 
thank you Phil Duggan for making such a convincing Santa.
And thank you to the Rural Fire Brigade for providing transport and peace of mind.
We did make some money this year from the sausage sizzle.
$123.75 profit.

MARKETS:

December Market:
Although December and January markets did not seem as busy as usual, the combined takings 
from stall holders, sausage sizzle, breakfast and MVA stall brought in a good profit.
Income: $1465.55
Expenses: $531.22
Profit:  $934.33
January Market:
Income: $1 218.10
Expenses: $324.90, 
Profit:  $893.20 
Alison has calculated that our average profit for the market over the previous 6 months since 
our first market in June is $ 868.  This means that the markets have so far banked  
approximately $7 000 for the MVA.

St Mary’s Church:  Concern over the state of the lawn between the hall and church, led to the 
moving of stall holders to the front of the church.  This seems to have worked well for both the 
stall holders and public.  So thank you to the church committee for being so helpful and 
supportive.

Market Stalls: The market continues to attract more stall holders and we anticipate that it will 
eventually extend to the Eastern side of the hall.  New stallholders for the markets include an 
organic chocolate stall, a worm farm stall ÔWorms down UnderÕ, a local banana, mango and 
mushroom farmer.  We have a stable number of regular stall-holders who turn up reliably every 
month who we are most grateful to.   You cannot have a market without a good stable base of 
producers.

Media Coverage: The sub-committee is currently working on increasing our media coverage 
for the markets.  Jenny Hanson-Read has taken on the role of publicity officer.  
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Web-site:  Eventually we will have the markets included in the MVA website.  Paula Phillips 
has offered to take this job on for the MVA free of charge.
Thank you to all of the volunteers.  There are too many to mention.  But we do welcome more 
helpers.  We also are very appreciative of community members who come out to support the 
markets on the day.
